


Swissnex Window #5: Synthetic Interactions
Swiss Design meets Al and robotics
April 10—May 6, 2025

Swissnex in Japan presents Synthetic Interactions, an exhibition
exploring the relationship between technology and photography
through interaction design.

Interaction design shapes how we engage with technology, creat-
ing systems that guide our behaviors in everyday life. When applied
to contemporary challenges, it becomes a powerful tool for ques-
tioning and understanding how technology influences society. This
exhibition highlights two interactive installations by emerging de-
signers who critically examine how artificial intelligence classifies
and interprets images. Their work exposes the biases embedded in
machine vision and challenges the way we perceive photography in
the digital age.

The showcased projects were developed as part of the Prototyping
Interactive Installations course within the MA in Interaction Design
at SUPSI, the University of Applied Sciences and Arts of Southern
Switzerland. Students explored experience design in site-specific
contexts, using technology as a medium to reflect on contempo-
rary photography, artificial intelligence, and machine-generated
imagery. Through research and prototyping, they reinterpreted
photography using new types of metadata, revealing the biases of
synthetic intelligence. The exhibition also includes GO2+, an auton-
omous design project by Curling Computer Club, further investigat-
ing the intersection of interaction design and technology.

Supported by Presence Switzerland and the State Secretariat for
Education, Research and Innovation (SERI), the exhibition invites
visitors to explore the evolving role of interaction design in shaping
our digital world.
